1.1 Health and Safety Policy

In 2005 Honda of Canada Manufacturing revised its Health and Safety policy. The policy and guiding principles incorporates HCM’s position with regards to health and safety.

HCM will manage its operations to provide and maintain a healthy and safe workplace for all persons, including meeting or exceeding legislation.

This will be achieved through the following guiding principles:

1.1.1 Guiding Principles to Achieve HCM’s Health and Safety Policy
The Health and Safety Policy will be achieved through the following guiding principles:

a) HCM management will demonstrate that occupational health and safety is a high priority by setting goals and establishing procedures that are protective of people, product and property and by auditing all operations to ensure compliance.

b) HCM will provide training for Associates in order to familiarize them with the HCM Health and Safety Policy, recognize hazards in the work that they perform and help them recognize how, in their job functions, they may impact health and safety.  Ongoing education and training systems are to ensure that safe operating standards and practices are understood, adhered to and updated.

c) Associate involvement and sound management practices are intended to prevent accidents.

d) Each person is expected to fulfill his or her occupational health and safety responsibilities.

e) HCM will endeavour to implement the use of new materials, methods and equipment in a way that will minimize risk of injury.

f) HCM will strive to achieve, by means of continual improvement, occupational health and safety levels of performance governed by legislation while at the same time taking into account the expectations of the community.

g) HCM will work cooperatively with government, and non-government organizations, in developing effective standards and systems concerning health and safety.

h) Occupational health and safety practices and procedures apply equally to visitors, suppliers, contractors and others doing business at HCM and HCM will encourage the aforementioned groups to comply with them.

The preceding HCM Health and Safety Policy Statement and Guiding Principles have been approved by senior management and are reviewed by Executive Safety and Environmental Committee at set intervals to ensure they remain appropriate to the nature and scale of HCM’s activities.

The Health and Safety Policy Statement is posted at designated locations throughout the facility and is communicated to HCM Associates through internal communications such as the HCM Associate Handbook.
