Scope Of Project

Mario,

I hope that my drawing is of some help.  You can use number 14 or ¼” zip screws to attach the angle rings.  I use ¼” bolts but that is just my preference.  When clamping the duct we use a spray adhesive on the duct before we put on the seal.  The seal goes on the surface closest to the unit.  You can cut the duct to any length that you need.  After you cut the pipe, file the cut end so that it will slip into the nipple (11” duct piece with o-ring). You can turn the elbows any way that works for your installation.  After you get the duct like you want place pins the all the clamps.
